Procedure: Checking Table Level

Tools Required: 3/32 Allen wrench

If you are having a quality issues with your engraved art work such as uneven engraving then the following could resolve it. 

Your machine should have come with a Manual Focus gauge.  This piece looks like a triangle or “V” Shape.  (see picture)  
1. The manual focus gauge is placed on the carriage head assembly on the two pins sticking straight up.  Hanging this there gives you the optimum engraving range with your 2.0 Lens.  (see picture)

2. Lower the cutting table all the way down

3. In the upper left hand corner about 2 inches down there is two small 3/32 Allen head screws they are right next to each other.  One of them has a washer and the other does not.  These two screws adjust the table height and the other locks/unlocks it in place.

4. Once you have located these screws you will notice that there is four sets of them in each corresponding corners.  This is so you can adjust each corner individually.  

5. Raise the table back up, place the focus gauge on the pins.   Bring the table up to just where it touches the tip of the focus gauge.  Do any fine adjustments by unlocking the first screw and then with the second screw turning clockwise or counter clockwise to raise or lower that corner of the table.  What you want is to just barely touch the bottom of the focus gauge.  Once you have done this lock the screw in place.  Once you have done this lock the screw back down.
6. Next slide the carriage head to another corner, doesn’t matter which one.  

7. Unlock the screw and adjust the leveling screw to the same position that you did as the first one, making sure to just barely touch the bottom of the focus gauge.  

8. Continue to do all four corners and making sure to lock each of the screws when you are done with each corner.

9. When you are finished you should be able to move the carriage head to all four corners of the cutting table without having the focus gauge touch any part of the table.
